I. CT Grown for CT Kids Week - Connecticut Grown for Connecticut Kids Week is scheduled 
for October 1 – 5, 2007. This week long celebration is in response to Section 22-38d of the 
Connecticut General Statues, which requires the Connecticut State Department of Education 
to establish a week-long promotional event in late September or early October each year, that 
will promote Connecticut agriculture and foods to children through school meal and 
classroom programs, at farms, farmers' markets and other locations in the community. During 
this week, schools are encouraged to promote the value of Connecticut agriculture through 
the purchase and service of foods grown from local Connecticut farms.  
 
To support schools’ efforts to promote Connecticut grown foods and to feature CT Grown for 
CT Kids Week, there is a limited supply of resources available with the CT Department of 
Agriculture.
