SOMA CUBE

Students use Unifix cubes to create 7 3-D shapes that can be connected to make a cube.  They create a variety of shapes and are challenged to use all 7 pieces to make the cube and other 3 dimensional shapes.
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Create these 7 pieces with your interlocking cubes, making each piece a different color.
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1. Use pieces 2 and 6 to make this shape.
2. Use pieces 2 and 6 to make this shape.
3. Use pieces 2 and 7 to make this shape.
4. Use pieces 2, 6, and 7 to make this shape.







5. Use all seven pieces to make a cube.

This is not easy.  Be patient!


6. Each of the following shapes uses all seven pieces.  Try them.


If you made the cube, this one should be easy.  A look at one corner of the completed cube should be all the hint that you need.
