Fifth-graders invited to participate in missing-children poster contest 

Connecticut fifth-graders are invited to participate in a national poster contest to 
help raise awareness about missing children.  

Sponsored annually by the U.S. Department of Justice, the contest offers educators 
an opportunity to teach children and parents about child safety issues.  

Fifth-graders are encouraged to create an 11-by-14 inch poster based on the theme 
of this year’s contest, “Bring Our Missing Children Home.”  

State winners will be selected for a national judging competition, and a national 
winner will be chosen. The winning artwork will be displayed during the National 
Missing Children’s Day ceremony on May 25. The national winner will receive a trip to 
Washington, D.C., along with his or her parents and teacher to accept an award and 
participate in the ceremony.
