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FY 2010-11 Adult Education State Grant Information

The Connecticut State Department of Education (CSDE) has distributed to all districts an August
payment for the Adult Education State Grant. The August payment to districts represents two-
thirds of the state grant entitlement. State grant entitlement is based upon the Grant Application
for Adult Education Form ED-244 and the Supplemental Grant Application for Adult Education
Form ED-244A and factors in any cap on adult education state grant funds relative to the
appropriation. Copies of the preliminary grant award letter and the ED-114 budget form for FY
2011 can be obtained from the districts’ business offices.

On July 7, 2010, with a unanimous vote, the Connecticut State Board of Education adopted new
national academic standards, known as the Common Core State Standards (CCSS) in English
language arts and mathematics that will establish what Connecticut’s public school students
should know and be able to do as they progress through Grades K-12. Please see
http://www.sde.ct.gov/sde/cwp/view.asp?a=2618&q=322592 for information especially the
frequently asked questions. Connecticut’s two national partners in adult education, the
Comprehensive Adult Student Assessment System (CASAS) and the General Educational
Development (GED) Testing Service, have both begun work to align their content standards and
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assessments to the CCSS. An understanding of the Core Standards will help in the
implementation of your elementary and secondary school completion programs.
