CASAS Competency Revalidation 
At its January 2007 National Consortium meeting, the Comprehensive Adult Student Assessment 
System (CASAS) introduced possible changes to the CASAS Competency List including the 
addition of three new CASAS competency areas (two-digit indicators). CASAS is currently 
soliciting input and feedback in this process from practitioners around the country. These 
revisions will inform future test item development at CASAS. 
 
Trainers at the Adult Training and Development Network will be discussing these changes, at a 
minimum, with the Program Facilitators at the regional meetings in March, and with the Math 
Study Group.
