The Code of Federal Regulations for the Child and Adult Care Food Program [§ 226.10(e)] mandates time limits for
submission of claims for reimbursement to State agencies by sponsors. The due date for the claim form is the
fifteenth of the month following the last day of the month covered by the claim or as noted below when the 15" falls
on a weekend or holiday. Final claims, including revisions, must be submitted not later than 60 days following the
last day of the month covered by the claim. Claims not filed or corrected within the 60 days may not be paid. The
new schedule is listed below.

NOTE: Only the U.S. Postal Service postmark is acceptable for the 60-day final deadline. Claims received

using agency postage meter dates will not fulfill the final deadline requirement.
3. Claim forms (original and/or revised) must be postmarked by the date in column (4), final deadline, to ensure
receipt of program reimbursement. Exceptions are granted on a case-by-case basis.
