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The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA)

Federal Quarterly Report Summary
Period Ending September 30, 2010
The Connecticut State Department of Education (CSDE) has assumed the responsibility of reporting pursuant to the requirements in Section 1512 of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA).  In order to provide an unprecedented level of transparency required by ARRA, the CSDE has developed a summary of the Federal Quarterly Report for the period ending September 30, 2010.

Important note:  Within the Federal Quarterly Report, in some cases, it appears that the amount of the expenditure exceeds the amount received.  This is the case with both prime recipient and subrecipient reporting.  This discrepancy is due to temporary financing and cash management practices.  Payments to subrecipients are made via an electronic cash management system where each subrecipient must enter their expenditures to date and their anticipated cash needs for the following month.  These payments are made at the end of each month.  In some cases, subrecipients use local funding to fund current expenditures and request their drawdown in arrears in order to comply with cash management rules regarding having excess cash on hand.  As the prime recipient, we are required to request funds via Letter of Credit four days after a check is cut so that the funds are moved from the federal to state bank account on the fifth day.  

Summary by Grant
State Fiscal Stabilization Funds (SFSF) Government Services Fund

As of the close of the quarter ending September 30, 2010, the ARRA provided $98,620,828 to Connecticut under the SFSF Government Services Fund program for the support of public elementary and secondary education. CSDE has drawn down $98,620,828 of these funds from the USDE. 
The total amount distributed to subrecipients thru this period was $98,620,828. These funds were generally used for creating and retaining jobs, as well as making progress in the four reform areas outlined in SFSF. In addition, $2.8 million was utilized for the Teacher Education and Mentoring (TEAM) Program.  For this quarter, no jobs have been reported as created or retained. 
This grant has been fully expended and is complete.

State Fiscal Stabilization Funds (SFSF) Education Fund 
As of the close of the quarter ending September 30, 2010, the ARRA provided $443,251,855 to Connecticut under the SFSF Education Fund program for the support of public elementary and secondary education. CSDE has drawn down $204,467,570 of these funds from the USDE.
The total amount distributed to subrecipients thru this period was $204,467,570. These funds were generally used for creating and retaining jobs, as well as making progress in the four reform areas outlined in SFSF. 
For this quarter, 4,218.98 jobs were created or retained.  Approximately 88 percent of these total jobs created or retained were for teachers, instructors, or department heads.  The remaining jobs created/retained were for staff in the following areas:  administration; paraprofessionals; clerical support; guidance counselors; school nurse/health services; maintenance services; technical/computer specialists; library/media; food services; athletics/coaches; and/or outside consultants and vendors.
Title I, Part A -- Improving Basic Programs Operated by Local Educational Agencies

As of the close of the quarter ending September 30, 2010, the ARRA provided $70,714,174 to Connecticut under the Title I Part A funds to improve teaching and learning for students most at risk of failing to meet State academic achievement standards.  CSDE has drawn down $48,347,402 of these funds from the USDE.
The total amount distributed to subrecipients thru this period was $49,609,167.  These funds were generally budgeted to extend learning time (after school and summer programming), to provide professional development, to provide intervention during the regular school day, for additional preschool programs, and for instructional and professional development materials to support funded activities. 
For this quarter, 220.2 jobs were created or retained.  Approximately 75 percent of these total jobs created or retained were for teachers, instructors, or department heads.  Approximately 14 percent were for paraprofessionals.  The remaining jobs created/retained were for staff in the following areas:  administration; clerical support; guidance counselors; school nurse/health services; technical/computer specialists; and/or outside consultants and vendors. 
Title II, Part D -- Enhancing Education Through Technology
As of the close of the quarter ending September 30, 2010, the ARRA provided $4,614,065 to Connecticut under the Title II, Part D -- Enhancing Education Through Technology grant, to improve student academic achievement through the innovative use and the effective integration of new and emerging technology with teacher training, curriculum development, and successful research-based instructional methods in elementary and secondary schools. CSDE has drawn down $2,545,001 of these funds from the USDE.
The total amount distributed to subrecipients thru this period was $2,673,384.  CSDE awarded 50 percent of available Title II, Part D funds on an entitlement (formula) basis and the remaining 50 percent on a competitive basis. In general, these funds were used to purchase technologies including interactive whiteboards, laptops/notebooks graphing calculators and LCD projectors; provide professional development in effective teaching strategies; and purchase instructional software and online learning applications linked to CT standards. 
For this quarter, 6.61 jobs were created or retained in the areas of administration; teachers/instructors/department heads; paraprofessionals; clerical support; food services; technical/computer specialists; and/or outside consultants and vendors.

IDEA Part B, Grants to States for the Education of Children with Disabilities

As of the close of the quarter ending September 30, 2010, the ARRA provided $132,971,468 to Connecticut under the ARRA IDEA Part B, Grants to States for the Education of Children with Disabilities in order to assist states in providing special education and related services to children with disabilities in accordance with Part B of the IDEA. CSDE has drawn down $83,346,633 of these funds from the USDE. 

The total amount distributed to subrecipients thru this period was $85,387,384. These funds were generally budgeted for staff, in-service training and professional development, consultants (e.g. ABA, therapists), Assistive Tech equipment and property. 
For this quarter, 647.22 jobs were created and/or retained.  Approximately 47 percent of these total jobs created or retained were for teachers, instructors, or department heads.  Approximately 43 percent were for paraprofessionals.  The remaining jobs created/retained were for staff in the following areas:  administration; clerical support; guidance counselors; school nurse/health services; maintenance services; technical/computer specialists; and/or outside consultants and vendors.
IDEA Preschool Grants for Children with Disabilities
As of the close of the quarter ending September 30, 2010, the ARRA provided $5,089,013 to Connecticut under the IDEA Preschool Grants for Children with Disabilities in order to assist states to make available special education and related services for children with disabilities ages 3 through 5 years. CSDE has drawn down $3,433,108 of these funds from the USDE.
The total amount distributed to subrecipients thru this period was $3,433,108. These funds were generally budgeted for consultants (ABA), paraprofessionals, in-service training and professional development, and Assistive Tech equipment and Supplies.   
For this quarter, 36.65 jobs were created and/or retained.  Approximately 42 percent of these total jobs created or retained were for teachers, instructors, or department heads.  Approximately 40 percent were for paraprofessionals.  The remaining jobs created/retained were for staff in the following areas:  administration; clerical support; guidance counselors; school nurse/health services; and/or outside consultants and vendors.
Education for Homeless Children and Youth 

As of the close of the quarter ending September 30, 2010, the ARRA provided $336,688 to Connecticut under the Education for Homeless Children and Youth in order to ensure that each homeless child and youth has equal access to the same free, appropriate public education, including a public preschool education, as other children and youth.  CSDE has drawn down $318,075 of these funds from the USDE. 
The total amount distributed to subrecipients thru this period was $336,688.  Reported activities have included: responding to individual student needs such as for clothing, food, school supplies, in-school tutoring, immediate response funds, vacation enrichment programs and referrals to community resources.  Funds have also supported staff hours in providing ongoing training and workshops for school personnel, as well as in the design and printing of an informational brochure about homelessness targeting students and distributed at open houses, student centers and school counseling offices. 
For this quarter, 0.42 jobs were created and/or retained in the areas of administration; teachers, instructors, or department heads; and clerical support. 
School Improvement Grant (SIG)

As of the close of the quarter ending September 30, 2010, the ARRA provided $21,818,804 to Connecticut under the School Improvement Grant  to provide support to eligible schools that demonstrate the greatest need for the funds and the strongest commitment to use the funds to raise substantially the achievement of their students to enable those schools to make adequate yearly progress. CSDE has drawn down $255,574 of these funds from the USDE. 

The total amount distributed to subrecipients thru this period was $255,574. These funds were generally used for curriculum materials, professional development, student assessment and data analysis activities, extended learning time and parent and community outreach activities all designed to increase student achievement.
For this quarter, 21 jobs were created or retained.  Approximately 90.5 percent of these total jobs created or retained were for teachers, instructors, or department heads. The remaining 9.5 percent of these total jobs created or retained were for paraprofessionals.
State Advisory Council on Early Childhood Education and Care (SAC)

As of the close of the quarter ending September 30, 2010, the ARRA provided $747,251 to Connecticut under the ARRA State Advisory Council on Early Childhood Education and Care (SAC) grant to enable states to develop and implement a plan established by their State Advisory Council on Early Childhood Education and Care for children from birth to school entry in order to improve coordination and collaboration among early childhood education and care programs and services. CSDE has not drawn down any of these funds, and there have been no expenditures to date.  Therefore, there are no activities and/or jobs created and/or retained.

Education Jobs Fund (Ed Jobs) Program
As of the close of the quarter ending September 30, 2010, the ARRA provided $110,486,654 to Connecticut under the Ed Jobs program to provide assistance to states to save or create education jobs for the 2010-2011 school year.  Jobs funded under this program include those that provide educational and related services for early childhood, elementary, and secondary education. CSDE has drawn down $782,803 of these funds from the USDE. 
The total amount distributed to subrecipients thru this period was $782,803. For this quarter, 375.63 jobs were created or retained.  Approximately 72 percent of these total jobs created or retained were for teachers, instructors, or department heads.  Approximately 16 percent were for paraprofessionals.  The remaining jobs created/retained were for staff in the following areas: administration; clerical support; guidance counselors; maintenance services; technical/computer specialists; food services; athletics/coaches; and class advisors.
