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The Connecticut State Board of Education established an Ad Hoc Committee on Accountability in October 2007.  The charge of the committee is to:  (1) review district improvement plans submitted by districts in their third or fourth year of improvement, or higher; (2) make a recommendation concerning approval of each plan to the State Board of Education; and (3) to direct the Commissioner to take the necessary action as defined in the State accountability legislation.  Members of the committee include Alice L. Carolan, Chair, Janet M. Finneran and Allan B. Taylor.  

The committee met seven times during the 2007-08 school year.  The superintendent and local chair of the Board of Education for each of the twelve partner districts had an opportunity to meet with the Ad Hoc Committee to discuss the findings of their district instructional assessment (Cambridge report) and plans for revising their District Improvement Plan.  The Ad Hoc Committee will continue to meet with newly identified districts in the 2008-09 school year.
