%EREAS, a count of the number of people living in the United States, regardless of

citizenship status, is required every ten years by the United States Constitution, and is
known as a census; and

ZVHEREAS, the next count will take place in 2010 with April 1, 2010 as Census Day,

and will be conducted by the United States Census Bureau by mailing or delivering a
short census questionnaire to every household, which must be completed and mailed
back; and

%EREAS, it is critical that Connecticut’s diverse population of well over 3 million is
fully and accurately counted in the 2010 Census; and

%EREAS, the population results of the 2010 Census will determine the number of

representatives that Connecticut will have in the United States House of Representatives,
the boundaries of congressional districts and the allocation of federal funds for vital
government services such as education, social services, and transportation; and

%—IEREAS, the Census in Schools Program: It’s About Us has been developed by the

U.S. Census Bureau to educate the nation’s youth about the importance of the census and
help engage all families across the country; and

%EREAS, age-specific programs have been developed for students in kindergarten

through twelfth grade and will help improve map literacy, challenge students to get to
know their communities, and teach the history of the census and its importance; now

<%EREFORE, I, M. Jodi Rell, Governor of the State of Connecticut, in recognition of

the importance of the teaching Connecticut students about the 2010 Census, do hereby
officially proclaim the week of January 11, 2010, as
