	CMT Performance Summary Reports
	Provides summary results of student performance on the Connecticut Mastery Test, Third Generation (CMT3) at the school, district, ERG, and state levels.  Includes all summary reports released and distributed to school districts.  This area of the site is updated annually following the live administration of the CMT.

	CMT Individual Student Reports
	Provides secure access to individual student performance results on the CMT.  Authorized district users can create roster reports and summary reports by selecting statistics, content strands, demographic groups, or scores.  Users can also access individual student performance profiles and print individual student reports.

	CAPT Performance Summary Reports
	Provides summary results of student performance on the Connecticut Academic Performance Test, Second Generation (CAPT2) at the school, district, ERG, and state levels.  Includes all summary reports released and distributed to school districts.  This area of the site is updated annually following the live administration of the CAPT.  

	CAPT Individual Student Reports
	Provides secure access to individual student performance results on the CAPT.  Authorized district users can create roster reports and summary reports by selecting statistics, content strands, demographic groups, or scores.  Users can also access individual student performance profiles and print individual student reports.

	CAPT Admin
	Provides an access control panel for district administrative users to create/deactivate user accounts, reset passwords, monitor individual user activities, and create summary user activity reports.

	CMT Admin
	Provides an access control panel for district administrative users to create/deactivate user accounts, reset passwords, monitor individual user activities, and create summary user activity reports.


Generating Reports using CTreports.com
Roster Report Generator
The Roster Report includes information and test scores for every student on one report and contains the following features:

· Select Scores to Display – allows you to display total raw scores, content strand raw scores, scale scores, performance levels, and number of content strands mastered for each of the content areas.


· Select Class – allows you to choose a class in the school/district.

· Additional Fields to Display – allows you to view demographic and program enrollment information for each student.

· Select Criteria for Inclusion – allows you to select which subgroup(s) to include in the roster report.

· Search Options – allows you narrow the search according to specific performance criteria. 

Some Sample Reports:

1)  Create a Roster Report for specific demographic groups and program enrollment groups.  For example, rosters can be run for all special education students in a school, district or class.
2)  Create a Roster Report including multiple demographic groups and program enrollment groups.  For example, rosters can be for run for male, special education students in a school, district or class.

3)  Create a Roster Report using the “Search Options” field that will allow the user to create rosters according to specific performance criteria.  For example, users can run rosters of student performance on particular strands in math/reading for a school, class, or district.  Another example would be to run a report of students within a school, class, or district that may fall under a specific overall performance level.
4)  Create a Roster Report of students using “Select Additional Fields to Display” and asking for the research options.  For example, if you would like to pull up all the Research Option A’s in a class, school, or district, this can be done.  

5)  Identify students within a Roster Report who previously attended another school or district.  To obtain this information, the user should select PDSC (previous district/school code) when asked to “Select Additional Fields to Display.”
Score Summary Report Generator
The Score Summary Report summarizes groups of students and contains the following features:

· Select Scores for Summary – allows you to display the total raw score, scale score, and number of content strands mastered for each of the content areas.


· Select Criteria for Inclusion – allows you to select the subgroup(s) that you would like to include in the summary.

· Search Options – allows you narrow the search according to test results.

· Select Subgroups for Summary – allows you to select the subgroups that you would like to summarize.

· Select Summary Statistics – allows you to select the statistics (e.g., Total N, Valid N, and Mean) that you would like to review.

Some Sample Reports:

1)  Create a Summary Report for specific demographic groups or program enrollment groups.  For example, summary reports can be run for a school or district to compare the performance of females vs. males, or special education vs. non-special education students.  

2)  Create a Summary Report for multiple demographic groups or program enrollment groups.  For example, summary reports can be run for a school or district to compare the performance of male special education students vs. female special education students.

Performance Level Summary Report Generator
The Performance Level Summary Report produces a graphic representation of the number and percent of students at each of the performance levels.  This report includes the following features:

· Select Content Area – select which of the content areas to review.
· Select Criteria for Inclusion – allows you to select the subgroup(s) that you would like to include in the summary.

· Search Options – allows you to narrow the search according to test results.
· Select Subgroup for Summary - allows you to select the subgroups that you would like to summarize.

Some Sample Reports:

1)  Create a Performance Report for specific demographic groups and program enrollment groups.  For example, performance reports can be run for a school or district on the performance of females vs. males, or special education vs. non-special education students.  

2)  Create a Performance Report for multiple demographic groups or program enrollment groups.  For example, performance reports can be run for a school or district on performance of male special education students vs. female special education students.

Individual Student Report Generator
The Individual Student Report shows the complete test results for a single student or a specific group of students.  The following features are included:

· Select Student – allows you to type in the first and last name of the student.

· Select Criteria for Inclusion - allows you to select the subgroup(s) that you would like to view.

· Search Options - allows you narrow the search according to test results.

Some Sample Reports:
1)  Search for specific individual student reports.  For example, if you need to locate the report for a particular student in a district, this student can be selected and their report will be generated.

2)  Search for individual student reports by demographic groups or enrollment groups.  For example, if the user wanted to view the reports of all the special education students in a school or district that could be done.

3)  Search for individual student reports using the “Search Options” field so you can narrow the reports down to specific levels of student performance.  For example, if the user wanted to request the students performing below a certain level in several math strands, this could be done.
