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Digital Media Task:  Memory Collage
Memory Parts Worksheet: Symbols
You will construct your digital collage of a personally meaningful memory which you have described previously in your Memory Research Worksheet – Handout C.  These planning worksheets will help you to shape the intended meaning of your digital collage.  The digital collage should clearly communicate an idea or an emotion, e.g., fear, joy, anxiety, etc.  To communicate that idea or emotion you will construct your digital collage using three images and text.  In order for your digital collage not to be literal, like a scrapbook page, you will need to use images which are metaphorical or symbolic.  This worksheet will take you through the process of identifying the images and text which represent your memory through metaphors and symbols. 

Potential Sources of Images:

You will construct your digital collage of your memory by using digital images from the sources in the list below.  It is required that you use images from at least two of the following sources and that you use at least one image from the Internet.
· Digital Camera:  (regular digital camera, cell phone, video camcorder, etc.)

· Scanner:

· Original Artwork, e. g., drawing, design, etc. (could be something you made in the past or something you made specifically for your memory collage.)
· Old Photograph (could be old family photographs, school photographs, etc.)
· Object (could be three-dimensional objects.)
· Internet:  (“appropriated image”) (could be a photograph that someone else made, but is copyright free – cannot be artwork.) 
You MUST give formal citation information for all images/symbols used.  All images must be copyright free.  The forms for giving the formal citation information are at the back of this handout.
