Criteria

· Clean Copies:

Each piece must be a fresh computer run or a careful 

retyping of your final draft.  The pieces in the portfolio 

must be free of teacher comments, grades or any 

other handwritten information.

· Proper Format:

Each piece must follow a specified format.

· In the upper left corner, identify the assignment (e.g. Literature-Based Essay)

· In the upper right corner, write your student number.  

· Center the title of each piece below these items.

· Double-space all typewritten work.

· If you submit handwritten work (such as your Writer’s Narrative), use only one side of the page and be sure to leave clear margins.

The Evaluation

The portfolio will be evaluated twice: once by your English teacher and again by another member of the English Department.  Each evaluator will assign a single number assessment to your portfolio, based on the rubric for assessing the portfolio (attached).  The two numbers will be added together for your assessment grade.  If the individual assessments are more than one number apart, a third reader will determine your score.
