PHONOLOGICAL AWARENESS (OR PHONICS) LESSON PLANNER

Level:  First Grade

Objective: Delete, add and substitute letters in initial, middle, and ending positions to make different words.
[image: image1.wmf] Change the letters in words at the beginning, middle, and end to make new words.
Resource:  Words taken from A Ladybug’s Life
Special Instructions: Read book for comprehension before using it for word study; give each student a set of letter cards matched to each “big word;” this activity works better for small group instruction.  

	Set the purpose

(Target)
[Marzano: setting objectives]
	Today we will change letters in words at the beginning, middle, and end in order to create new words.

	Explain

(How to hit the target)
[Marzano: advance organizer]
	Listen carefully to the words I say.  I will begin with some small words, just two or three letters.  I will ask you to listen as I say the next word.  Then you need to figure out which part of the word has changed:  the beginning, middle, or end.  Pick up a letter card and add it to the word where it belongs.    

	Activity

(Model and Practice)
[Marzano: providing feedback**]
	Model with the following big word (spring), beginning with a small word and gradually adding letter sounds until the whole word has been spelled correctly:
Big word:  Spring (letters:  s, p, r, i, n, g)
Write in.

Add one letter and make your word pin.  
Change one letter to make the word sin.

Change one letter to make the word sip

Add one letter to make the word snip

Take away two letters and add one to make the word rip.
Take away one letter and add two letters to make the word ring.
Add two letters to make the big word spring.

Practice
Big word: ladybug (letters l, a, d, y, b, u, g)
Write the word dug.
Change one letter to make the word lug.

Change one letter and make the word bug.  (Save this word.)
Write the word ad

Add one letter to write the word lad.

Add one more letter to write the word lady.

Combine both of your words into a compound word.  What is your new word?

	Reflection:

[Marzano: generate hypothesis]
	· How do we know which letter to change in a word?  (listen to sounds at beginning, middle, end)
· What kinds of changes can we make to words?  (add and delete letters; substitute letters)

	Indicator of mastery: 

[Marzano: reinforce effort and recognition]
	Task:  During small group instruction matched to developmental level, student will be able to manipulate sounds in words at beginning, middle, and end in order to create words using letter cards.   

3 = Surpasses grade level expectations:  Independently manipulates letter cards to create a variety of words.   

2 = Proficient at grade level:  Accurately creates new words with letter cards based on teacher’s instructions for adding, deleting, and substituting individual letters. 

1 = Almost proficient:  Creates new words with letter cards based on teacher’s instructions, but letters selected are sometimes inaccurate.
0 = Not evident at this time:  No concept of which part of the word is changed based on teacher’s instructions to add, delete, and substitute letters.
