PLANNER FOR INTERACTIVE READ-ALOUD/SHARED READING:  DAY 1
Focus strategy/objective: Draw conclusions and use evidence from the text to support responses (aligned with CMT objective B-3).

How will student learning be measured at the end of the lesson?  (What will count as “success?”)

Text: Giant Pandas by Gail Gibbons



Pages:  1-14
Special Instructions:  Because there is so much information in this book, it would be good to break the reading into multiple days.  Lessons for two days are provided here.  However, it would be fine to add more days based on the needs of particular students.
BEFORE READING

	Establish prior knowledge, purpose, and predictions
	Prior Knowledge:  (Topic): (Show cover of book; ask a few questions that will elicit students’ prior knowledge)  What is the title?  What does it look like this book will be about?  What do you know about pandas? 

 (Genre): (Show a few pages from the book.) Does this look like it will be fiction or nonfiction?  How can you tell?  (Explain that even though there are no photographs, there are other elements of nonfiction: labels, diagrams, captions, maps, etc.)  
(Author):  Who is the author? (Point out that Gail Gibbons has written many nonfiction books.  Share a few that you have in your classroom if available.)
Predictions:  When we read nonfiction books about animals, we expect to find certain kinds of information.  What kinds of information might we learn about pandas in a book like this?  (Try to elicit this knowledge from students, but eventually you need to produce a list/chart that includes elements such as: what pandas look like; how pandas act and what they do; how pandas communicate; what pandas eat; baby pandas; how pandas protect themselves; what is happening to pandas today.)  
Purpose for reading:  It will take us more than one day to read this book because there is so much information in it.  Today when we read, let’s see if we can find any information about pandas that is on our list.  Let’s see if we can find DETAILS to go with different things about pandas.
[Marzano:  setting objectives]

	Introduce/Review vocabulary
	Flexible, coarse, communicate, growl, squeal, bamboo, nutritious, athletic, habitat, captivity, rare
There are many words in this book that could be used to enrich students’ vocabulary.  The words above are just suggestions. For second graders, select a couple of words to introduce each day and teach them by providing student-friendly definitions, examples of the words in context — and always ask a few students to use the new word in a sentence, too.  Throughout the week reinforce understanding of the new vocabulary through activities such as those listed on the final page of this planner.

	Introduce/Review the focus strategy 

(How to find and use the evidence)
	Explain to students how to apply the strategy:  
When you read a book about animals, you should be watching for information about some of the big ideas we listed on our chart.  (Refer to chart.)  When you find the big idea, then look for details about that idea.  You should look for at least two details.  Watch how I do this, and then you will be able to do it, too.

DURING READING 

	Model and practice the focus strategy
(Allow students to use other strategies as appropriate:  connecting,  picturing, wondering, predicting; noticing, figuring out)


	Stop and think aloud about points such as the following.  After a few modeling examples, it is important to get students to practice the strategy by having them notice some of the evidence themselves.

Model:
· After reading pages 6-8 (page titled “Giant Panda Characteristics and next two pages):  I’m noticing that these pages are about the same big idea — what pandas’ bodies are like.  I’m noticing that the author has given several details about this: (Reread these pages to review details.)  Pandas are 4 to 5 feet long.  Pandas weigh about 200 pounds.  Pandas usually move slowly.  Pandas’ fur is thick and coarse.  Pandas don’t see well.  Pandas have great hearing.  (Identify big idea on chart and write a few details underneath this heading.)
· After reading pages 9-10:  I’m noticing that here the author is telling us about another big idea — how pandas communicate.  (You might need to review this word.)  Did anyone notice a detail about how pandas communicate? (Listen to students’ recall of related details; chart as in big idea above.)
Practice: 
· After reading pages 11-14:  What were these pages mostly about?  What is the big idea the author is talking about here?  (What pandas eat and how they eat].  What are some of the details about what pandas eat and how they eat?  [Students should be able to identify details.)

B-3:  What is one of the big ideas we talked about today? 
Other questions:
C-2:  What did you learn about pandas that you think is very important? Why do you think it is important?

Pages:  15-30
Special Instructions:  Because there is so much information in this book, it would be good to break the reading into multiple days.  Lessons for two days are provided here.  However, it would be fine to add more days based on the needs of particular students.
BEFORE READING

	Establish prior knowledge, purpose, and predictions

	Prior Knowledge:  (Review learning from previous lesson.)  What is one thing we learned yesterday about pandas  What big ideas did we discuss?

Predictions:  What do you think we might learn about pandas today?  
Purpose for reading:  Today when we read, let’s see if we can find more big ideas about pandas.  Remember to look for details to go with these big ideas.
[Marzano:  setting objectives]

	Introduce/Review vocabulary
	Flexible, coarse, communicate, growl, squeal, bamboo, nutritious, athletic, habitat, captivity, rare

Review the words discussed yesterday and introduce a couple of additional words.  Be sure to give students the opportunity to use the words orally in meaningful sentences.

	Introduce/Review the focus strategy 

(How to find and use the evidence)
	Explain to students how to apply the strategy:  
(Ask students to tell you what kinds of big ideas they should look for in a book about animals.  Ask them what else is important, once they have found a big idea [locating details].)

DURING READING 

	Model and practice the focus strategy
(Allow students to use other strategies as appropriate:  connecting,  picturing, wondering, predicting; noticing, figuring out)


	Stop and think aloud about points such as the following.  After a few modeling examples, it is important to get students to practice the strategy by having them notice some of the evidence themselves.

Model:

(Since this objective was modeled and practiced yesterday, there should not be need for much modeling today.  Model the first example below if necessary.)
Practice: 
· pp. 15-16:  As I read these two pages, be thinking about the big idea.  What are these pages mostly about?  (After reading, ask students what these pages are about.  This big idea, things pandas do, isn’t too clear, so they might need help.  Then ask them to identify details.)
· pp. 17-23: Repeat the procedure above for this big idea — about baby pandas.
· pp. 24-29: Try to release even more responsibility to students by asking them what is the first step when reading a nonfiction book about an animal (look for the big idea) and the second step (find details to go with the big idea).  The big idea on these pages is pandas then and now.
· p. 30:  Read and discuss this list of fun facts about pandas if time allows.

	Follow-up to focus strategy:
B-3:  What is one of the big ideas we talked about today? 
Other questions:
D-2:  If you were going to give a speech about pandas, what two pieces of information would you include?
D-2:  What else would you like to know about pandas?  Think of two questions you could ask this author that were not answered in this book. (Be sure questions relate directly to a point in the text.)

	Reflect on focus strategy
	· When you read a book “all about” an animal, what are some of the big ideas you can look for?

· What else should you look for in addition to “big ideas?”
[Marzano: generate hypothesis]

	Indicator of Mastery
[Marzano: reinforce effort and recognition]
	Task:  Identify big ideas (main ideas) and supporting details.
3 = Surpasses grade level expectations:  Identifies big ideas and details independently.

2 = Proficient at grade level:  Identifies two or more details independently when presented with big idea.

1 = Almost proficient: Identifies one detail independently when presented with big idea.  
0 = Not evident at this time:  Unable to identify either big idea or details, even when prompted.


	POSSIBLE OBJECTIVES FOR SMALL GROUP INSTRUCTION AND INDEPENDENT READING

	Above grade level:  Read instructional level/independent level nonfiction text about an animal other than pandas and identify big ideas (physical description, means of protection, habitat, etc.) and find two or more details about each big idea.  Create a “fact card” about an animal that includes the big idea and two related details. (May create more than one card.)
On level:  Read instructional/independent level nonfiction text about animal other than pandas where the big ideas are stated.  Find details to include under each heading.   Fill in details on teacher-created worksheet that states two or more big ideas.

Below level:  Read leveled text about one big idea for an animal or several animals (e.g., how different animals build their homes, how different animals protect themselves.)  Find one detail related to the big idea.  Students should state detail orally in a complete sentence.  Teacher can write big ideas/detail sentences on a chart and students can read them for fluency.


	LITERACY APPLICATION ACTIVITIES

	Vocabulary extensions
	· Make a list of good “panda words” based on words in the text.  (This may include vocabulary words introduced in the shared lessons as well as other words.)  Make a picture dictionary that includes the meaning of the word in students’ own language and a sentence to go with it.
· Combine several (five) “panda words” into an expository paragraph about pandas.

	Oral language/Fluency Extensions
	· Give a speech that includes two or more interesting facts about pandas. Create a simple criteria chart with students so they can evaluate their speech.

· Select a page and practice reading it aloud until you sound like a TV reporter talking about pandas.  The criteria chart (above) may be useful for students’ self-reflection.

	Phonological Awareness/Phonics Extensions
	· List some multisyllable words from the text with inflected endings (for example, normally, slowly, oily, inches, leaving, rubbing, mainly, playful, holding, grasses, immediately, amazing, fuzzy, markings, gently, released, rarest, appealing).  Work with students to decode the word by identifying the root and the ending.
· List some words from the text that can be decoded through analogy (for example, trot, shy, squeal, sent, bamboo, claws, grasp, paddle, twigs, crime, chubby).  Work with students to decode the word by identifying a known word with a similar structure.

· List some multisyllable words from the text that can be decoded by breaking the word apart (for example, Chinese, mountains, flexible, eyesight, communicate, liquid, nutritious, athletic, somersaults, female, habitat, accidental, population, appealing).  Work with students to break the word into chunks to decode it accurately.

	Reading extensions
	Invite students to read other books about pandas.  Some possibilities:
· Sleepytown Beagles: Panda Meets Ms. Daisy Bloom by Timothy Glass 
· Giant Pandas (Nature Watch) by Lynn M. Stone and Keren Su
· Giant Pandas: Gifts from China (Rookie Read-About Science) by Allan Fowler
[Marzano: practice]

	Writing extensions
	· Write a fictional story about pandas incorporating some panda facts.
· Create a class “all about” book about pandas with different groups responsible for different big ideas, plus several related details.

	Content Extensions
	· Make a map of China, identifying where pandas can be found today.

1.  Where do they live?

2.  What color are they?

3.  How long do cubs stay with their mother?

4.  What do they eat?

5.  Where do they make their den?
