FLUENCY/ORAL LANGUAGE LESSON PLANNER

Objective: Read with accuracy and expression, with appropriate phrasing and at a reasonable rate.
[image: image1.wmf] Reflect on my oral reading using a rubric that measures accuracy, expression, phrasing, and rate.
How will student learning be measured at the end of the lesson?  (What will count as “success?”)

Resources:  Oral Reading Rubric (attached), passages from Tomás and the Library Lady or other text at students’ developmental level.  

Special Instructions: Select passages of 100 or more words that have more than one speaker; measure fluency after students have had the opportunity to practice the passage. 
	State the Objective (target) in language students can understand

[Marzano: setting objectives]
	Today we will learn to reflect on our oral reading fluency using four criteria:  accuracy, expression, phrasing, and rate.  

	Explain how to reach the target
[Marzano: advance organizer]
	· Explain the meaning of each of the fluency criteria.  (See the attached rubric in order to define the terms in language young children can understand.)
· Explain how to self-reflect using the rubric.  (Students may be paired and help each other self-assess.  Students may practice individually and read to the teacher or a para in order to self-assess.)

	Model
(Gradually transition to greater student independence)

[Marzano: providing feedback; select from options below**]
	Select passages with multiple speakers such as the following pages from Tomás and the Library Lady:
p. 3:  narrator and Tomás

p. 8:  This is a long passage with three speakers and some words in Spanish.
p. 11:  another long passage with three speakers

p. 19:  multiple speakers, some Spanish words

p. 23:  multiple speakers, some Spanish words, different feelings
Model reading one of these passages and then self-reflect using the rubric to assess your fluency.  As a second step, you might invite a fluent reader in the class to read a passage aloud and have the class reflect together on the fluency of the reading.

	Practice

(Students gradually work toward independence)
[Marzano: providing feedback; select from options below**]
	· Ask students to practice reading a self-selected passage either individually or with a partner.  
· After practicing, ask students to assess their reading using the Oral Reading Rubric.

	Reflection

[Marzano: generate hypothesis]
	After the practice/assessment session, have students share what they learned about themselves:  What were they good at?  What still needs work?  Help them identify strategies for improving their fluency.

	Indicator of mastery

[Marzano: reinforce effort and recognition]
	Task:  Reflect honestly on fluency using the Oral Reading Rubric 

3 = Completely honest assessment; recognizes strengths and needs 

2 = Tends to think fluency is a little better than it really is.
1 = Thinks fluency is great despite conflicting evidence.
0 = Does not attempt to use rubric to assess oral reading fluency.

	Expression
