PHONICS LESSON PLANNER

Objective: Use structural analysis to read and understand multisyllable words.
[image: image1.wmf] Read multisyllable words by identifying the base word, prefix, suffix, or inflection.  Tell what the word means.
Special Instructions: This lesson would be most appropriate for a small group of students with appropriate prerequisite skills such as knowledge of prefixes and suffixes and recall of long and short vowel sounds.
	Set the purpose

(Target)
[Marzano: setting objectives]
	The purpose of today’s lesson is to read and understand multisyllable words by looking at the word structure:  base word, prefix, suffix/inflected ending.

	Explain

(How to hit the target)
[Marzano: advance organizer]
	Some words that look like they will be hard to sound out are really not hard at all.  Many times long words have prefixes and suffixes (or other endings) that make them look hard.  Is there a prefix or suffix (or other ending) that you recognize? Can you find the base word?  Finding these word parts will not only make the word easy to say, it will make the word easier to understand.

	Activity

(Model and Practice)
[Marzano: providing feedback**]
	1.  Write the following words on index cards, shuffle them, and place them in a stack, face down: disagree, disagreeable, agreeable, disagreeably, disagreement, fortunate, fortunately, unfortunately, possibly, impossible, impossibility, possibility, possibilities, management, unmanageable, manager, completely, incomplete, completion, appearance, disappear, disappearance, recover, protection, protective, unprotected, protecting, connecting, connected, reconnected, defrost, defrosting, defrosted, behavior, misbehave, misbehaved.*
2.  Students take turns pulling the top card from the deck.  They should look first to identify the base word, then any prefix, suffix/ending in order to decode the word.  They may receive one point for decoding the word correctly, and another point for defining it accurately.
*Other words may be added or substituted for the words in this list.

	Reflection
[Marzano: generate hypothesis]
	· What is one strategy we can use to decode multisyllable words?

	Indicator of mastery
[Marzano: reinforce effort and recognition]
	Task:   

3 = Surpasses grade level expectations:  Student independently decodes all multisyllable words quickly and accurately by focusing on word structure. 

2 = Proficient at grade level:  Student systematically decodes multisyllable words by first locating the base word and then identifying prefixes, suffixes/endings. 

1 = Almost proficient:  Student successfully decodes multisyllable word with the teacher’s help in identifying base words, prefixes, and suffixes.
0 = Not evident at this time:  Student is not able to decode multisyllable words, even with teacher’s help.
