FLUENCY/ORAL LANGUAGE LESSON PLANNER

Objective: Make oral presentation that shows appropriate consideration of audience, purpose, and information to be conveyed.
[image: image1.wmf] Give an oral presentation on Harriet Tubman (or other topic related to slavery — or any topic) that includes appropriate content, preparation, posture and eye contact, and expression and clarity.
                  How will student learning be measured at the end of the lesson?  (What will count as “success?”)

Resource:  Self-selected nonfiction book on topic related to slavery, underground railroad, or any topic related to science or social studies content. 

Special Instructions: Oral presentations at the intermediate grade level should be short.  To reduce stress, consider presentations in front of a small group rather than in front of the whole class.
	State the Objective (target) in language students can understand

[Marzano: setting objectives]
	When you give an oral presentation, it is important to think about how to make your presentation meaningful to your audience.  Today, we will talk about things to consider when making an oral presentation. 
Note:  A possible rubric is provided following this lesson with criteria and a rating scale.  However, it might be more effective to have students develop their own rubric.  A blank rubric template is attached for that purpose.

	Explain how to reach the target
[Marzano: advance organizer
	Develop a rubric or explain the rubric that is provided.  Be sure that students understand the different criteria (specified in the left hand column).  They should also understand what constitutes an “excellent” presentation (2), what qualifies as a “fair” presentation (1), and how to recognize when a presentation is “unsatisfactory” (0).

	Model
(Gradually transition to greater student independence)

[Marzano: providing feedback]
	Model a presentation that shows a variety of strengths and weaknesses and have students assess it using the criteria they established for the rubric.  Discuss the best features of the presentation and what could have made it even better.


	Practice

(Students gradually work toward independence)

[Marzano: providing feedback; select from options below**]
	1.  Have students prepare a brief presentation with about five facts about a topic of their choice or one that you assign to them.  The presentation should be approximately 1-2 minutes long, and could be presented in front of a small group.  Students can use the rubric to self-reflect and to assess their peers.  
2.  Have students prepare a slightly longer presentation:  2-4 minutes with up to 10 facts about a topic of their choice or one that you assign to them.  Present to small or large group depending on students’ comfort level.

	Reflection
[Marzano: generate hypothesis]
	· What is it important to consider when making an oral presentation?
· What are your strengths in this area?

· In what ways could you continue to grow as a speaker? 

	Indicator of mastery

[Marzano: reinforce effort and recognition]
	Task:  Make a brief oral presentation to a large or small audience that demonstrates appropriate content, preparation, eye contact/posture, and expression/clarity.
3 = Surpasses grade level expectations:  Consistently receives a rating of “excellent” on all oral presentation criteria.
2 = Proficient at grade level:  Earns a mixture of “excellent” and “fair” ratings for oral presentations.
1 = Almost proficient:  Receives generally “fair” ratings on oral presentation criteria with an occasional “unsatisfactory” rating.
0 = Not evident at this time:  Oral presentations are mostly “unsatisfactory” in all areas.

	Content
	Shows excellent understanding of the topic; depth and breadth appropriate to audience.
	Shows understanding of parts of the topic; some parts not matched to audience’s level of understanding.
	Shows very superficial or no understanding of the topic; scope of content too advanced or too basic for audience.

	Preparation
	Well-prepared.  Used more than one resource to research topic (if appropriate); rehearsed presentation before presenting it; good order to presentation.
	There seems to have been some research, but lack of rehearsal reduces effectiveness of presentation; somewhat disorganized.
	Very little or no research and no rehearsal; presentation is disjointed and does not follow logical progression.

	Posture

and
Eye Contact
	Stands straight and maintains eye contact with audience; smiles; appears confident and at ease.
	Some eye contact and evidence of growing confidence in posture; becoming more comfortable with speaking in front of peers.
	Reads directly from paper; no eye contact; slouches.

	Expression

and 

Clarity
	Articulate and expressive; speaks clearly at appropriate pace; modulates volume (not too loud or soft).
	Speaks a bit quickly or quietly, but generally expressive and clear.  
	Mumbles or speaks so quickly or quietly that words are indistinct; difficult to even hear what student is saying.
