PLANNER FOR INTERACTIVE READ-ALOUD/SHARED READING:

Focus strategy/objective: Identify and discuss different authors’ use of sentence structure, literary devices, and word choice to impact tone, message, and/or reader’s reaction (aligned with CMT objective D-1).

How will student learning be measured at the end of the lesson?  (What will count as “success?”)

Text: Hoops by Robert Burleigh
Special Instructions:  Read this text to students once without stopping to analyze it in order to give students a sense of the richness of the language.
BEFORE READING

	Establish prior knowledge, purpose, and predictions

	Prior Knowledge: ? (Genre) This text is a free verse poem.  What is a free verse poem? (Topic) For students who enjoy watching or playing basketball:  Describe the feelings that accompany key moments in the game.  What adjectives would you use to describe your feelings?  What verbs create a mental image of the experience? (Author) This book was written by Robert Burleigh.  Are you familiar with Burleigh as an author?  If not, you will come to understand the features of his writing through this book and can apply that understanding to other texts he has written.

Predictions:  What do you expect from this book given the topic, the author, and the genre? 
Purpose for reading:  We will read this book to identify elements of Burleigh’s craft in order to see how the craft influences the tone and message.   
[Marzano:  setting objectives]

	Introduce/Review vocabulary
	Invite students to choose words of their own that they perceive as powerful.  Some possibilities might be: swerve, glide, feathery, pounce, lurk, thicket, skittery

	Introduce/Review the focus strategy 

(How to find and use the evidence)
	Explain to students how to apply the strategy:  

Identify and explain a few authors’ crafts that are prominent in this book such as: alliteration, similes, personification, sensory imagery, strong verbs, rhythmic language, circular ending.  (See modeling examples below for clarification.) 
*Note:  Wondrous Words by Katie Wood Ray is a wonderful resource for learning about authors’ crafts.
[Marzano: advance organizer]


DURING READING 

	Model and practice the focus strategy
(Allow students to use other strategies as appropriate:  connecting,  picturing, wondering, predicting; noticing, figuring out)


	Stop and think aloud about points such as the following.  After a few modeling examples, it is important to get students to practice the strategy by having them notice some of the evidence themselves.

Model:
Alliteration:  rough roundness; the smooth, skaterly glide and sudden swerve
Similes:  The ball like a piece of the thin long reach of your body; 

Made-up words: The never-stop back and forth flow; skaterly glide; The two-of-  you rhythm;
Personification:  The way it answers whenever you call.
Sensory imagery: The sideways slip through a moment of narrow space; The taste for the rock in your hands …
Sentence fragments:  The cool; The into and under and up.
Strong verbs: poke; pounce; lurk; leap
Rhythmic language: like tides going in, going out
Circular ending:  Hoops.

	Discussion questions
	Follow-up to focus strategy:

D-1:  Which authors’ crafts stand out to you as significant in contributing to the overall message and tone of this text?
Other questions:
B-1:  What is the structure of this text?  (free verse poem)

D-3:  What do you think was important to the author (Robert Burleigh) in creating this text?
C-1:  Make a connection to an experience you have had that evoked a similar “rush” as that described in Hoops.

	Reflect on focus strategy
	What crafts did the author use to enhance his message and create a tone in this text?  How could you use these same crafts in your own writing?
[Marzano: generate hypothesis]

	Indicator of Mastery

[Marzano: reinforce effort and recognition]
	Task:  Identify several author’s crafts in Hoops and determine their impact to the tone and message of the text.
3 = Surpasses grade level expectations:  The student is able to both identify, name, and explain a wide range of crafts evident in this text after brief modeling by the teacher, and may note other crafts that have not been explicitly taught.. 
2 = Proficient at grade level: The student is able to identify, name, and explain several crafts that the teacher has explained and modeled.
1 = Almost proficient:  The student is able to name and explain crafts when identified by the teacher.
0 = Not evident at this time: The student is unable to name or explain a craft even when prompted by the teacher.


	POSSIBLE OBJECTIVES FOR SMALL GROUP INSTRUCTION AND INDEPENDENT READING

	Above grade level:  Identify author’s crafts in sophisticated texts such as poetry by Robert Frost and Emily Dickinson.  Describe how the craft enhances the text.
On grade level: Look for author’s craft in books by favorite authors.  Describe how the crafts contribute to the quality of the text.

Below grade level:  Look for basic author’s crafts:  similes, strong verbs, specific nouns, interesting adjectives and adverbs.  Decide how these crafts contribute to imagery.


	LITERACY APPLICATION ACTIVITIES

	Vocabulary extensions
	· Make up a few of your own words either with hyphens or “interesting sounding letter combinations” (like the made-up words in Hoops) that enhance the image of something.  Incorporate these made-up words into sentences that convey an image.
· Although Hoops creates vivid sensory images, the author does not use a lot of adjectives and adverbs to provide the description.  Instead he uses many strong verbs and specific nouns.  Write some sentences that use strong verbs and specific nouns to create sensory images of an animal, a sports event, or another topic of your choice.

	Oral language/Fluency Extensions
	· Read this text (Hoops) until your reading is fluent: accuracy with all words, good pacing, expression, and phrasing.

· Find other free-verse text.  Practice reading the text until your reading is fluent: accuracy with all words, good pacing, expression, and phrasing.
[Marzano: practice]

	Written response
	Write a paragraph in which you identify two crafts in this text that contribute to its message and tone.  Give specific examples to support your choice of crafts.
[Marzano: nonfiction writing]

	Reading extensions
	· Read other books by Robert Burleigh.  Look for the crafts in each one that contribute to the message and tone.  Robert Burleigh has written other books, as well, but the two listed below would be best for reinforcing author’s craft in free-verse text.
       Stealing Home: Jackie Robinson: Against the odds

      Home Run: The Story of Babe Ruth
· Find other books with a circular ending.  

· Identify other authors that use many authors’ crafts in their writing.  What are the crafts? 
[Marzano: practice]

	Writing extensions
	· Revise a piece of text you have written to include some of the crafts identified in Hoops:  alliteration, similes, personification, sensory imagery, strong verbs, rhythmic language, circular ending
· Create a free-verse poem on a topic you are passionate about that incorporates some of the crafts above.

[Marzano: practice]

	Content Extensions
	· Find nonfiction books that are interesting not just for their content, but also for the way they are written.  Identify the crafts that enhance the message.
· Find other books about basketball.  Can you find one as powerful as Hoops in the crafts it includes?  What author’s crafts can you identify in these other texts?
