FLUENCY/ORAL LANGUAGE LESSON PLANNER

Focus strategy/objective: Modulate voice when speaking to enhance expression.
[image: image1.wmf] Make my voice sound different ways when I speak: high, low, fast, slow.
How will student learning be measured at the end of the lesson?  (What will count as “success?”)

Resource:  All the Bears (poem)    (See attachment)     

Special instructions:  Print poem on chart paper before lesson.
	Objective explained in language students can understand:

[Marzano: setting objectives]
	Today we will work on making our voice sound different to help people understand what we mean when we talk.  

	Explain how to reach the target:
[Marzano: advance organizer]
	When we talk, we can use our “regular” voice.  That can show we are telling someone something in a happy or friendly way. 
We can use a high, squeaky voice.  That might show it is a baby or little child talking.

We can use a deep, growly voice.  That might show that someone is mean or mad.    
We can use other kinds of voices, too.   

	Model
[Marzano:  cues]
	Teacher says the first line of each verse in All the Bears; asks students to notice how the way the sentence is spoken contributes to the meaning.
· (In a “regular” voice)  All the bears are walking through the forest. (Students can notice that this sounds like “regular talking.”  They might say that the voice sounds “friendly” or “happy.”)
· (In a deep, slow voice)  The great big bear is walking through the forest. (Students can notice that this sounds like someone large.  They might say that the voice sound “mean” or “dangerous.”)
· (In a tiny, squeaky voice)  The little, tiny bear is walking through the forest. (Students can notice that this sounds like a baby or a very young child.)

	Practice

(Students gradually work toward independence)

[Marzano: providing feedback; select from options below**]
	Use the poem All the Bears* so students can practice using their voice in different ways.

1. Teacher points to each word as she reads all three verses of poem using her/his voice as the poem suggests.

2. Teacher reads one verse at a time with students repeating each line after the teacher.

3. After enough trials, students may say entire verse along with the teacher. 

4. Eventually, students may know the poem so well that they are able to repeat it on their own.  

(Add actions once students have a good sense of the words.)  

*This lesson will require several days for students to attain an appropriate level of oral language fluency (good expression, reasonable pace).

	Reflection
[Marzano: generate hypothesis]
	What do we need to do to make our voice sound different ways when we speak?  What are some different ways we can make our voice sound?  Why do we want to make our voice sound different ways when we speak?  


	Indicator of mastery: 
[Marzano: reinforce effort and recognition]
	Task:  Student will speak expressively (with clarity and voice) while engaged in whole-class choral speaking of the poem All the Bears.  

     3 = Surpasses grade level expectations:  Modulates voice without prompting; 

           very dramatic. 

     2 = Proficient at grade level:  Modulates voice when prompted in order toto    

           express a range of feelings. 
     1 = Almost at grade level: Seems to understand the concept but may speak too 

           quietly, tone is sometimes flat, etc.
     0 = Not evident at this time:  Does not use voice expressively, even when prompted.


***Options for “Activity”: cooperative learning (if it’s a game); determining similarities and differences (this will often apply); nonlinguistic representation (if it doesn’t involve words/language).
