Curriculum Standards Including Grade-Level Expectations (GLEs)

Input from Connecticut educators is a critical factor in the process of establishing and implementing any state-level document.  The new science curriculum standards are in draft form and will remain in draft form through October 31, 2008.  We are inviting you to submit your feedback on the documents.  

The original science framework, adopted in October of 2004 by the State Board of Education, has not changed and is the foundation from which everything else is developed.  What has been added to the curriculum standards are “grade-level expectations” (GLEs), which further delineate the performance standards and/or expectations in the original framework. GLEs define what every student should know and be able to do in the specific content area by the end of a grade level.  Additionally, the curriculum standards include a correlation to the Connecticut Mastery Test. 
The curriculum standards for science were reviewed by the Leadership and Learning Center (formerly the Center for Performance Assessment).  Recommendations were made and are reflected in the documents now posted in draft form.  The following is a summary of the comparative analysis for the science curriculum standards:
The Connecticut Curriculum Standards and Grade-Level Expectations present the science content and inquiry abilities that students need in order to be science literate. The Content Standards and GLEs are comparable to the National Science Education Standards (National Research Council, 1996) and the Benchmarks for Science Literacy (AAAS, 1993), as well as to the science standards of two states (South Carolina and California) whose standards have been identified by the Thomas B. Fordham Institute’s State of the State Science Standards 2005 as being exemplary.
During the development of these documents, educators representing districts across the state, the RESCs, professional organizations and higher education assisted in writing and reviewing the GLEs.
