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Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Improvement Act of 2006, Public Law 20 U.S.C. §2301 et seq.
Innovation Grant Application

I.  Overview

Signed into law on August 12, 2006, the Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Improvement Act (Perkins IV), sets a new vision of career and technical education (CTE) for the 21st century.  Perkins IV promotes reform, innovation and continuous improvement in CTE to ensure that students acquire the skills and knowledge they need to meet challenging state academic standards and industry-recognized skill standards.  It prepares students for postsecondary education, further learning and a wide range of opportunities in high-skill, high-wage or high-demand occupations in emerging professions.
Perkins IV supports the alignment of CTE with state and local efforts to reform secondary schools and improve postsecondary education.  The implementation of the new law promises to make CTE programs an integral part of these efforts.

II. 
Purpose of the Act

The purpose of Perkins IV is to further develop the academic, career and technical skills of secondary students and postsecondary students who elect to enroll in CTE programs by:

· building on the efforts of states and localities to develop challenging academic and technical standards; 

· assisting students in meeting standards, including preparation for high-skill, high-wage or high-demand occupations in current or emerging professions;

· promoting the development of services and activities that integrate rigorous and challenging academic and career and technical instruction and link secondary and postsecondary education for participating students;

· increasing state and local flexibility in providing services and activities designed to develop, implement and improve CTE, including College Career Pathways;

· conducting and disseminating national research, providing professional development and disseminating information on best practices that improve CTE programs, services and activities;

· supporting partnerships among secondary schools, postsecondary institutions, baccalaureate degree- granting institutions and business and industry;

· providing technical assistance that promotes leadership, initial preparation and professional development and improves the quality of CTE teachers, administrators and counselors; and 

· providing individuals with opportunities throughout their lifetimes to develop, in conjunction with other education and training programs, the knowledge and skills needed to keep the United States competitive.

In accordance with this purpose, Perkins IV funding will be utilized for students in secondary and postsecondary programs only.

III.
Purpose of the Innovation Grant


The Perkins IV legislation allows states to distribute a portion of the local funds (legislative reference 
Sec. 112) to achieve an equitable balance of funding in the state.  Connecticut has chosen a competitive set-aside to be used for specific areas (20 U.S.C. §2301).  The innovation concept has been created to balance the needs of districts allocated Perkins IV funding less than $35,000 that have a high percentage and high number of career and technical students (at least 50%, unduplicated CTE enrollment).  This funding source should assist in the advancement of goals established by the Connecticut State Board of Education and Perkins IV legislation to close the achievement gap for CTE students in eligible districts by offering an opportunity for innovative program development.


This grant is being provided to develop or improve innovative programs in CTE, in addition to the 

development and implementation of the student success plan (SSP) for CTE students.
IV. Innovation Grant Eligible Participants
· Districts must hold an approved local five-year Perkins Secondary Plan to be eligible to apply for the 2008-09 Innovation Grant.
· The district’s 2008-09 Perkins Secondary allocation must be no greater than $35,000. (Appendix A)
· The district’s superintendent must validate that CTE enrollment in school year 2008-09 is not less than 50 percent (See Superintendent CTE Enrollment Validation Form on page 20.)
V.
Program Standards and Accountability
All CTE initiatives must be designed to meet performance levels of the core indicators which include:
· academic attainment in math and reading;
· CTE skill attainment;
· graduation rate;
· placement in military, employment and postsecondary education;
· nontraditional participation; and
· nontraditional completion.
VI.
Available Competitive Funding


Selected districts will be awarded a one-year grant for school year 2008-09 ranging between $8,000-$50,000.  Multiple grants may be awarded for some of the seven Innovation Models.  Districts may apply for more than one of these models.  All grant funds must be obligated by June 30, 2009.  This funding will be made available contingent upon availability of Carl D. Perkins grant funding from the U.S. Department of Education.  A sustainability plan must be developed and submitted with the grant application showing how grant initiatives will continue through local funding. 
VII.
Eligibility Requirements


The following measures of eligibility must be met in order for a district to apply for funding.  It should be noted that this is a competitive grant and is not an entitlement.  

· size, scope and quality consistent with the approved local five-year Perkins Secondary Plan must 
be adhered to and administered under all projects funded by the Innovation Grant;
· eligible programs are taught by certified CTE teachers or are interdisciplinary/team curriculum 
projects involving both CTE and academic certified staff;
· career pathway(s) must be established in the area(s) funded by the 2008-09 Innovation Grant; and
· all students participating in the model initiative authorized by the Innovation Grant must have a SSP developed and approved by the subject area teacher, school counselor, parent and student.
Definition of Career Pathway/Student Success Plan
In assisting students in planning for and completing future coursework for career and technical content areas, the SSP will:
1. incorporate secondary education and postsecondary education elements;

2. include coherent and rigorous content aligned with challenging academic standards and relevant career and technical content in a coordinated, non-duplicative progression of courses that align secondary and postsecondary education to adequately prepare students to succeed in postsecondary education;

3. include opportunity for students to participate in dual or concurrent enrollment programs to acquire 
postsecondary credit; and

4. lead to an industry-recognized credential or certificate at the postsecondary level or an associate or baccalaureate degree.

VIII.
Management Control of the Program and Grant Consultation Role of the State


The grantee has overall management control of the grant.  While state agency staff may be consulted for their expertise, they will not be directly responsible for the selection of sub-grantees or vendors, nor will they be directly involved in the expenditure and payment of funds obligated by the grantee or sub-grantee.
IX.
Grant Awards

The CSDE reserves the right to make grant and contract awards under this program without discussion with the applicants; therefore, proposals should represent the applicant’s best effort to ensure a quality proposal from both a technical and cost standpoint.  All awards are subject to the availability of federal funds.  Grants are not final until the award letter is executed.  The Associate Commissioner of the Division of Teaching, Learning and Instructional Leadership will issue notification of the grant award.  The level of funding and effective dates of the project will be set forth in the notification of the grant award.

X.
Grant Period

Funding will commence upon receipt of the award and conclude on June 30, 2009.  All funds must be obligated by June 30, 2009 and liquidated 60 days after.  There are no exceptions or waivers to this requirement.

Program Title:

E-Commerce/Entrepreneurship in the Comprehensive High School

Program Area:

Business and Finance Technology Education

Funds Available:
$25,000 - $50,000 Competitive Grant

Purpose:

To develop an e-commerce/entrepreneurship course that provides students with technology and entrepreneurial skills by developing academic skills, creative-thinking processes and problem-solving skills through the completion of a comprehensive e-commerce business project.  This initiative will also provide opportunities for students to explore career options in the technology and entrepreneurial fields and prepare them for postsecondary education.  To accomplish this task a successful applicant will:

· align Entrepreneurship Business and Finance Technology performance standards and competencies with the district’s curriculum;

· create an e-commerce/entrepreneurship curriculum that would encompass a culminating business project of a working online enterprise;
· develop an advisory board consisting of representatives from schools, business/industry and higher education;
· equip a classroom with appropriate computers, equipment and supplies necessary to deliver the curriculum; and

· establish a career pathway and SSP for all students benefiting from funding of this initiative.
Rationale:

Entrepreneurship has emerged over the last two decades as the most potent economic force the world has ever experienced.  Because of this force, the youth of the 21st century are becoming the most entrepreneurial generation since the Industrial Revolution.  As many as 5.6 million Americans younger than age 34 are actively trying to start their own business today.  One-third of new entrepreneurs are younger than age 30,  more than 60 percent of 18-to-29-year-olds say they want to own their own businesses, and nearly 80 percent of would-be entrepreneurs in the United States are between the ages 18 and 34.  (Kuratoko, 2004)

Entrepreneurship education engages students by making learning relevant to their real-world experiences and teaches students critical thinking skills, collaboration skills, organizational skills and calculated risk-taking, along with the most basic principles needed to open a business.  Through this course students learn how to create a business plan, keep financial records and master other business fundamentals using state-of-the-art technology.  They will also work with mentors to hone their plans and get advice in launching their business.  These entrepreneurial skills, as well as the technological skills, will prepare our students to compete in a global marketplace.

Cooperative Work Education in the 21st Century

Program Area:
Cooperative Work Education/Diversified Occupations (CWE/DO)
Funds Required:
$25,000 - $50,000 Competitive Grant

Purpose:

By the end of Grade 12, students will become aware of career opportunities related to their personal interests and abilities, required skills, employment retention strategies and how to be successful contributing members of our global economy.
To accomplish this task a successful applicant will:

· align district’s CWE/DO performance standards and competencies with their curriculum;

· develop an advisory partnership team comprised of representatives from schools, business/industry and higher education;

· equip a classroom with appropriate computers, equipment and supplies necessary to deliver the curriculum;

· respond to the economic needs and trends indicated by the State Department of Labor;

· provide a pathway to postsecondary education and the workplace; and

· establish a career pathway and SSP for all students benefiting from funding under this grant initiative.

Rationale:
The CWE/DO program is the ideal program for students to strengthen their academic foundation and the ability to apply academic and technical skills to a variety of real-world situations.  The development and application of these skills does not just happen.  The best way to build them is by appealing to each student's unique interests, learning styles, and aptitudes.  CWE/DO students are better prepared to make informed career choices when they have the opportunity to explore options during their academic careers and experience the workplaces of a variety of careers that may be of interest to them.

Introducing Robotics into New or Existing Pre-Engineering Programs
Program Area:
Technology Education
Funding: 
Five grants up to $10,000
Purpose:

To implement a formal yearlong robotics curriculum into an existing or new pre-engineering program designed to prepare students for postsecondary experiences in the areas of engineering or engineering technology pathways.  A successful applicant will:

· establish a one-year curriculum in robotics that is based on a nationally recognized curriculum model;
· provide professional development designed to prepare teachers to teach the one-year robotics course;
· establish a robotic pathway and a SSP for all students benefiting from funding from this initiative;
· develop recruitment strategies and materials that will inform parents and attract both traditional and nontraditional students to the robotics course;

· design a facility outfitted with appropriate computers, equipment and supplies necessary to deliver the robotics curriculum; and
· provide students enrolled in the course the opportunity to participate in a statewide robotics competition aligning with the course goals and objectives.

Rationale:
Currently, the U.S. Labor Department is reporting a need for over 1,000,000 engineering and engineering technology workers and many of these opportunities involve working with robotics.  The number of workers in these areas will increase over the next 15 years with an ever-increasing need to attract and retain nontraditional students.  Statistics indicate that students who complete a comprehensive long-term high school engineering and engineering technology program are more likely to complete a postsecondary concentration in engineering than their counterparts who do not have the high school experience.  There is also emerging proof that students who enroll in a comprehensive program outperform other students in the areas of math, science and language arts.

Two grants up to $25,000
Purpose: 

To develop an online course introducing high school students to the Connecticut Agricultural Science and Technology program, curriculum and pathways.  A successful applicant will:
· create an online one-semester survey curriculum in Agricultural Science and Technology, which aligns with the Connecticut standards and model;

· Design a course model that will include but not be limited to:
· overview of course web design and student accessibility

· course introduction

· measurable goals and objectives

· course outline

· assignments

· course formative and summative evaluations

· course resources

· comprehensive list of research resources used in the development of the model

· provide professional development designed to explain the online course development process; 

· establish an agricultural pathway and a SSP for all students benefiting from funding from this initiative;

· prepare teachers to teach the online course;
· develop recruitment strategies and materials that will inform parents and attract both traditional and nontraditional students to the online agricultural science and technology course; and
· develop a comprehensive listing of all technology requirements associated with developing and delivering an online course.
Rationale:

Students need to understand the time commitment required for full-time participation, along with having knowledge about the curriculum and associated activities, in order to make an informed decision. With the support for online curriculum delivery as a component of the Connecticut Plan for Secondary School Reform, a semester-long online course would allow students to gain an in-depth understanding of the Agricultural and Science Technology programs to assist them in an informed decision.

Implementation of the Electronic Student Success Plan
Program Area:
Across all CTE programs areas

Funding:
Grants up to $25,000 - $40,000 per district
Purpose:  
To implement an electronic Student Success Plan (SSP) for all students in Grades 9-10 who elect to take CTE courses.  Plan development must include, but is not limited to:

· a flexible career pathway designed by a team consisting of a subject teacher/mentor, school counselor, parent and student, to be reviewed and modified when applicable, at least two times each school year;

· alignment with “Comprehensive School Counseling:  A Guide to Comprehensive School Counseling Program Development, 2008”;

· career interest and abilities exploration;

· rigorous academic courses, elective courses within a pathway, at least one work-based learning experience, and opportunity for dual/concurrent credits in the classroom or online;

· goal setting and plans for transition to higher education;

· student performance data including the Connecticut Academic Performance Test (CAPT) and formative assessment results;

· student portfolios showcasing special projects (may include capstone projects where available) and best work;

· student attendance records;

· support system (safety nets) for students who may require special services or remediation;

· resume building, related employability documents and integration of 21st century skills;
· links to labor market forecasts and postsecondary educational opportunities within the State of Connecticut and across the nation.

· plans to broaden implementation of SSP to all students in Grades 6-12 districtwide; and

· board commitment to sustain initiative beyond the grant award period.
Rationale:

While SSPs are a requirement (legislated as programs of study) for students under the Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Improvement Act of 2006, the utility of individualized success plans for every student is an expectation in the Connecticut Plan for Secondary School Reform.  Ideally, the plan would begin in Grade 6, support the student in meeting graduation requirements and transition the student to postsecondary education and work.  Optimal plan design will assist all students including those who present risk factors for not succeeding in or completing high school.  Moreover, the plan will assist students in exploring careers, setting goals for academic and personal growth, creating and compiling best work, and reflecting on accomplishment or areas of improvement.  Grantees will be moving forward with this portion of the Connecticut Plan for Secondary School Reform and providing valuable input to the CSDE as the guidelines for implementation of SSPs statewide are further developed.  

The system design mirrors advisor-advisee programs as outlined under The New England Association of Schools and Colleges (NEASC).  The importance of a team effort to include teachers, school counselors, parents and the student is paramount to plan success.  

A number of commercial online programs already exist nationwide that can simplify the use of the SSP and provide a prototype to institutionalize the system districtwide or statewide.

Financial Literacy in the Family Consumer Sciences
Program Area:

Family and Consumer Sciences Education

Funds Available:
$25,000 - $50,000 Competitive Grant

Purpose:
To develop a financial literacy program to provide students with basic financial skills that will enable them to apply effective financial decision-making as they make the transition into postsecondary education and/or the workplace.  To accomplish this task a successful applicant will:

· create a financial literacy curriculum and a financial literacy course that uses state and national Family and Consumer Sciences Standards and Jump Start National Financial Literacy Standards;

· develop an individual SSP for all students benefiting from funding of this grant initiative;*
· develop an advisory board consisting of representatives from schools, business/industry and higher education; and

· equip a classroom with appropriate computers, equipment and/or supplies necessary to deliver the curriculum.

Rationale:

According to the Jump Start Coalition, a national organization that provides research on personal finance:  
· More than half of parents surveyed believe high school graduates are totally unprepared to manage their personal finances responsibly. 

· Only a quarter of Americans feel very well informed about managing household finances. 

· Among parents with children five or older, only 26 percent feel well prepared to teach their children about managing household finances.

· Almost half of all parents say they do not set a good example when it comes to handling their own money.

· 90 percent of high school students rely on their parents for financial guidance.

· Personal bankruptcies in the U.S. rose 300 percent between 1980 and 2004, 10 times faster than the population rose over the same period.

· Personal savings as a percentage of disposable personal income decreased from 11.2 percent in the early 1980s, to 0 percent in the first and second quarters of 2005.

· Teens (youths 12 to 19) are estimated to have spent $159 billion in 2005.

These national statistics demonstrate the urgent need for financial literacy for all our students nationwide. 

*Note:  Although a separate career pathway for financial literacy may not exist in Family and Consumer Sciences, every student must have a SSP in place and as a result benefit from the skills and competencies acquired as participants in the financial literacy course. 
Need for Financial Literacy Education in Connecticut:

The Connecticut Jump Start Coalition’s recent survey indicated that 41 percent of high school students responded they learned about managing money at school, while 35 percent say they learned about it from their families.  Only 17 percent of high school students stated that they are “very sure” about their ability to manage their own finances.  Family and Consumer Sciences classrooms provide an ideal learning environment for students to learn and practice financial decision making skills.

Biomedical Sciences Pathway
Program Area:
Medical Careers
Funding: 

Two grants up to $25,000
Purpose:

To implement the biomedical sciences program Project Lead the Way, or national-based equivalent, designed to prepare students for postsecondary experiences in the areas of biomedical and other healthcare related pathways.  A successful applicant will:

· establish a four-year curriculum in biomedical sciences that is based on national standards in math, science, language and health sciences, and endorsed by state and national business and industry;

· provide professional development designed to prepare teachers to teach the four-year sequence of biomedical courses;

· establish an advisory partnership team comprised of representatives from schools, business/industry and higher education;

· inform and train school counselors as to which students this program would benefit and what the expected outcomes would be;

· develop recruitment strategies and materials that will inform parents and attract both traditional and nontraditional students to biomedical sciences;
· establish a career pathway and individual SSP for all students benefiting from funding this grant initiative;
· design a facility outfitted with appropriate computers, equipment and supplies necessary to deliver the curriculum; and

· establish a signed agreement between the district and school to implement the entire biomedical sciences program over four years.
Rationale:

In Connecticut and across the nation, critical workforce shortages exist in healthcare.  The 2006 Allied Health Workforce Policy Board Legislative Report found employment needs for health-related occupations are expected to continue to rise, while an undersupply of qualified workers will exist for those positions. Although a small number of biomedical programs exist in Connecticut comprehensive high schools, many have no standardized curriculum or career exploration opportunities for students interested in pursuing high-skill, high-wage careers in the biomedical field.  In addition, few articulate with postsecondary institutions. There is also emerging proof that students who enroll in a comprehensive program outperform other students in the areas of math, science and language arts.

APPENDIX B
Federal CTE Clusters and Connecticut Career Pathways

Career clusters identify pathways from secondary schools to postsecondary education so students can learn in school what careers may interest them for the future, motivating them to work harder and to enroll in courses that are more rigorous.  The Federal Office of Career and Adult Education have identified 16 career clusters that represent all career possibilities.  Districts will continue to align CTE student enrollments within these 16 career clusters.
Connecticut has established 34 Career Pathways organized under the federally recognized 16 career clusters illustrated in Figure 1, page 45; however, the student individual SSP can be aligned to any of the national 79 career pathways found at:  www.careerclusters.org.

Currently, there are 18 areas of concentration aligned to the 34 pathways and to the 16 career clusters that are assessed each year under the CTE assessment system.  See Figure 2, page 46, for an illustration of the Connecticut Career Cluster Pathways Crosswalk.  

The Connecticut Career Certificate:

Districts may chose to offer students enrolled in CSDE-approved career pathways programs, the opportunity to earn the Connecticut Career Certificate (CCC).  Students must have an established SSP in one of the 34 career pathways related to the 16 career clusters.  The CCC is signed by the Commissioners of Education and Labor and is awarded to eligible senior students, who, in addition to earning their diploma, have met rigorous and comprehensive academic, career exploration and work-based learning criteria.   An application to offer the CCC will be made available on the CSDE Web site.

Applicants that are part of a collaborative effort funded in whole or in part by the Annie E. Casey Foundation must submit documentation that:

· the collaborative oversight entity has been provided the opportunity to review and comment on the grant application or proposal prior to submission to the SDE;

· the proposal or application submitted provides information detailing the activities, which assure priority access to services to children, youth and families referred by the collaborative oversight entity; and

· the application shall designate someone to act as liaison for the referral process.
