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The Student Success Plan (SSP), as a key element to student engagement, will be developed to address every student’s needs and interests. The SSP will begin in the 6th grade and continue through high school to provide support and assistance in setting goals for personal and academic growth, meeting rigorous high school expectations, and exploring postsecondary education and career interests. Parents, teachers, mentors, school counselors, and support services staff will work together to assist students in the development of a flexible SSP to address:  goal setting, personal, academic development, post secondary and career exploration, and capstone projects. The individualized plan will help every student stay connected in school and achieve post-high educational and career goals.
